










While our share of income tax paid by Village residents 
is still the most significant portion of Village income 
(funding nearly half the cost of our services), the num-
bers are down. Now, more than ever before, we need 
to be sure that all income tax revenue due to come into 
the Village actually gets here. This money, as you can 
see from the FY2012 Proposed Budget contained in the 
Council’s 2010 Annual Report, goes directly into services 
benefiting Village residents.
 Remember, as Village residents, you do not pay 
any additional income taxes because you live in 
Friendship Heights! By law, as a special tax district, 
the Village receives a portion 
of the tax you pay to Mont-
gomery County. It is very 
important, however, that the 
State of Maryland knows to 
return this revenue to the 
Village. Consequently, please 
take special care to mark your 
income tax return as shown at 
right.
