Council approves FY 2013 Village Budget

At its March 12 meeting, the Council unanimously ap-
proved	the	Village	Budget	and	tax	rate	for	FY	2013.	For 
the seventh year in a row, the tax rate will remain 
at 4¢ per $100 of assessed property value, the low-
est rate allowed under our charter.
 As Dr. Morris said in our 2011 Annual Report, we are 
fortunate	that	Friendship	Heights	is	seeing	an	uptick	in	
revenues	after	two	very	lean	years.	The	Village’s	strong	
financial	condition,	combined	with	careful	manage-
ment,	allowed	us	to	face	some	of	the	most	difficult	
financial conditions our country has ever experienced 
while keeping services intact and not raising taxes. 

While	overall	economic	conditions	are	still	fragile,	we	
are	anticipating	a	$46,700	operating	surplus	in	FY	2013.
