Police Commander gives holiday
safety tips

Captain David Falcinelli, Commander of the 2nd Dis-
trict in Bethesda, provides the following tips on staying
safe this holiday season:

¢ Limit the amount of cash you carry and do not
readily display it when making purchases.

¢ Place any items purchased in your locked trunk. If
you cannot do this, then cover them up with a blanket
to deter a break-in.

* Remove all gifts and other valuables from your car
immediately upon getting home. You may be exhausted
but you need to bring them inside to a secured area.

* Look for suspicious people in parking garages and
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call security or the police
immediately.

¢ If you are shopping
online, be sure you are shop-
ping at reputable sites. If a
deal seems too good to be
true, it is probably a scam to
get your credit card informa-
tion.

* Do not fall prey to
scam charities trying to take
advantage of your holiday -
goodwill. Ask the caller to provide you with their name,
address, telephone and tax ID#, so you can call them
back if you decide to make a donation.

¢ Cell phone usage during driving is now a primary
offense. Please pay attention to the road.

* Watch for pedestrians, especially now that we are
losing daylight.

* Use a designated driver or a taxi if you are celebrat-
ing with alcohol.
Many criminals view this time of year as an opportunity
for them to ply their trade. The Police encourage every-
one to use good common sense and judgment to avoid
becoming the victim of a crime.
