HEALTH AND SAFETY

Health issues have always
been important at the Cen-
ter. Pneumonia and flu shots
were administered by the Visiting Nurse Association
in October. Suburban Hospital continued to provide
weekly blood pressure checks and nurse consultations,
as well as monthly health lectures. AARP Safe Driving
workshops were offered in the spring and fall and
were filled, as always. The speech therapy and support
group met every month (even on Veterans Day!) and
continues to be an important program for many people.

The Vision Support Group, a partnership between the
Prevention of Blindness Society and the Village, also
met each month with good speakers and fellowship-
and a tasty lunch provided by POB. The University of
Maryland’s Cooperative Extension Service continues
to provide free health insurance assistance to seniors
at the Center.

COMMUNITY EVENTS

Our special community events—Community Day, July
4th, Taste of Friendship Heights, and New Year’s Day
Open House—all celebrated our 100th birthday. Each
special day was festive and provided an opportunity
to recognize volunteers who have given their time to
activities at the Center.

ART EXHIBITIONS

Through the efforts of Millie Shott, our curator, Friend-
ship Gallery features monthly art exhibits. This year the
Center sponsored two community art shows in con-
nection with special events in the Village: the Fourth of
July and the Taste of Friendship Heights in September
(“Cuisine Art”). All Village art instructors and their stu-
dents exhibited in November. “A Holiday Affair,” the
annual artisan craft fair, also took place in November.
